RESEARCH 

       Current research activities:

a. Prevalence of hepatitis B surface antigen and hepatitis C antibodies among children and adolescents attending the sickle anaemia clinic of the Olabisi Onabanjo University Teaching Hospital, Sagamu.
             Hepatitis B and Hepatitis C viruses are of interest in patients with sickle cell anaemia because they are frequent blood recipients as a result of chronic haemolysis and are therefore exposed to these viruses through repeated transfusions of blood and blood products. Infection with hepatitis viruses pose additional threat to the health of long term survivors of sickle cell anaemia because of progression to chronic liver disease in a proportion of hepatitis B and hepatitis C infected patients. 
Patients with sickle cell anaemia in Nigeria frequently visit traditional healers and medical quacks who administer scarification marks and injections with unsterilized instruments, thus potentially exposing them to HBV and HBC infections. Presently, there is very limited data on the epidemiology of these infections among Nigerian children with sickle cell disease. This study is therefore aimed at filling this gap.

b. Pulmonary function tests and frequency of respiratory tract infections among children in two communities of Sagamu Local Government Area of Ogun State, South West Nigeria. 
There is significant environmental pollution in Sagamu town as a result of the location of two major industries in the city, a cement company as well as a petrochemical industry. Preliminary studies have shown a higher incidence of respiratory tract infections among adults in Sagamu compared with those of adults in other major towns in the local government. This prospective study is currently being carried out to follow up randomly selected children in Sagamu and  Odogbolu, a rural settlement  located about 40kilometres from Sagamu.
