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	My papers have contributed immensely to knowledge in the areas of educational systems administration and human resource management for the achievement of effectiveness, efficiency and the overall educational objectives.
	In the area of institutional (systems) administration, I have carried out studies on the three levels of education but with particular, extensive and consistent focus on new initiative Universal Basic Education (which comprise primary and junior secondary) and the secondary levels which today has become new grounds for studies by researcher particularly those on doctoral programmes. Several gaps were identified in the basic education scheme and particularly in Nigeria prior to the launch and implementation of the new initiative Universal Basic Education Scheme (UBE) that called for prompt and immediate actions if the programme was to succeed right from its inception. These areas of gaps which my studies focused on and to which I have made crucial contributions to knowledge and practical applications in Ogun State, Nigeria and even globally included facilities provisions – building programmes, reading and writing materials (and library resources) among others and their adequacy, school performance variables of students academic achievement, school enrolment, teachers’ motivation, demand and supply and productivity, classroom control and discipline, pupil-teacher ratio, policy formulation and implementation strategies, teachin and learning environment, quality assurance and access to basic education etc. Also, specific focus was placed on the Collaborative/Partnership Approach to the administration of basic education which is the global trend in educational management which Nigeria have particularly overlooked and has negatively affected the achievement of educational objectives in the country.

It was also discovered that government alone could not sufficiently provide these facilities hence, my recommendation on strengthening of the Collaborative/Partnership Approach to facilities provision and school administration which today governments at all levels have embraced though much still need to been in this regard for it to be more effective especially in the area of establishing the School-Based Management Committees in all basic education school of the Federation taking cues from developed countries that have successfully been practicing this approach. Knowledge contributions were also made in my various studies on basic education in the school, students and teachers issues generally 
	Still on institutional (systems) administration relative contributions were made to knowledge by me at the secondary and tertiary levels of education in the areas of teacher and student performance, distance education and quality assurance. At the tertiary I examined the issue of Cultism which also became a focal point in my teaching assignment of Contemporary Issues in Nigerian Education at Olabisi Onabanjo University. My contribution to knowledge on cultism is recommending ‘demystification’ and ‘joint stakeholders’ as  approaches that can stem the rampancy of cult activities was never used before. This approach has been my major focus in my teaching assignment and has since yielded results even among the student populace.
